Honored	Sir,	Today	i.e.	on	20.12.2025	at	15:30	hours	received	a	complaint	from	Mr.	Yasa
Nageswara	Rao,	S/o	Satyanarayana,	Age:-	51	Yrs,	Occ:-	Farmer,	R/o	H.NO	1-104,	Chinnakorukondi	Village,
Kalluru	Mandal,	Khammam	District,	Ph:-	7993596499,	and	facts	of	the	case	are	as	follows:	The	facts	of	the	case	are
that	the	complainant,	Mr.	Yasa	Nageswara	Rao,	S/o	Satyanarayana,	Age:-	51	Yrs,	Occ:-	Farmer,	R/o	H.No	1-104,
Chinnakorukondi	Village,	Kalluru	Mandal,	Khammam	District,	Ph:-	7993596499,	wherein	he	submit	that	Mr.
Kusampudi	Ravindra,	R/o	Sathupalli	Town,	and	Nelluri	Koteswara	Rao,	R/o	Khammam,	established	a	company
under	the	name	and	style	of	“Sirigold	Merchants	Private	Limited.”	at	GVR	Sunshine	Building,	Uppal	Bhagath,
Uppal,	Hyderabad.	The	above	persons,	without	obtaining	any	statutory	permissions	or	approvals,	collected	money
from	the	public	by	making	false	promises	and	misleading	statements.	Taking	advantage	of	the	innocence	of	the
public,	especially	exploiting	women’s	interest	and	trust	towards	gold,	they	formed	the	company	with	dishonest
intentions.	They	falsely	projected	that	they	would	make	investors	gold	traders	and	turn	them	into	wealthy	persons.	By

circulating	colourful	pamphlets,	brochures,	and	promotional	materials,	they	attracted	thousands	of	people	and
illegally	collected	deposits	amounting	to	several	crores	of	rupees.	Contrary	to	the	promises	made	under	the	scheme,
the	respondents	did	not	conduct	any	of	the	stated	activities.	They	did	not	establish	any	gold	shop	as	promised,	nor
was	any	web	portal	provided	for	utilizing	the	coupons	issued.	Instead,	they	harassed	and	intimidated	the	investors
who	had	deposited	money.	Believing	the	assurances	of	Kusampudi	Ravindra	and	Nelluri	Koteswara	Rao,	the
complainant	invested	an	amount	of	Rs.	15,000/-	in	the	Sirigold	Scheme,	for	which	ID	No.	79105334	was	issued.
Like	the	complainant,	the	Respondents	collected	approximately	Rs.	15	to	Rs.	20	crores	from	many	other	investors.
As	the	complainant	was	personally	acquainted	with	the	Respondent,	he	used	to	visit	the	Sirigold	office	whenever	he
came	to	Hyderabad	and	enquire	about	the	returns;	however,	they	used	to	evade	the	matter	by	giving	false	assurances.
For	the	past	few	days,	the	Respondent	neither	paid	any	returns	nor	opened	the	Sirigold	office,	citing	excuses	such	as
computer	hacking.	Due	to	this,	several	innocent	investors	are	suffering	severe	financial	loss	and	economic	hardship.
It	is	also	learnt	that	the	Respondent	have	illegally	collected	money	from	innocent	depositors	and	are	attempting	to
purchase	properties	in	Vijayawada,	Khammam,	and	Sathupalli	areas	in	the	names	of	benami	persons.	Hence,	the
complainant	requested	that	a	case	be	registered	against	the	Respondent	under	Sections	316(2),	318(4),	336(3),	and
340(2)	of	the	BNS	Act,	the	Protection	of	Depositors	Act,	and	Sections	3	and	4	of	the	Prize	Chits	and	Money
Circulation	Schemes	(Banning)	Act,	1978,	and	that	a	thorough	investigation	be	conducted.	It	is	further	requested	that
necessary	action	be	taken	to	recover	and	return	the	money	to	the	victims	and	to	render	justice.	Upon	receipt	of	the
complaint	and	as	per	the	endorsement	of	the	DCP,	CCD,	DD,	Hyderabad,	Sri	T.	Gopi	Kiran	Reddy,	Sub-Inspector
of	Police,	EOW	Team-IX,	conducted	a	preliminary	enquiry,	wherein	a	prima	facie	case	was	established	against	the
respondents	Kusampudi	Ravindra	and	Nelluri	Koteswara	Rao	for	defrauding	the	complainant	and	other	victims.
However,	as	the	offence	occurred	within	the	jurisdiction	of	Uppal	Police	Station,	Rachakonda	Commissionerate,	the
matter	pertains	to	the	said	police	station.	//The	Original	complaint	is	enclosed	herewith	for	kind	perusal//	Received
on	20.12.2025	at	15:30	hours:	Based	on	the	PE	findings,	and	as	per	the	endorsement	of	the	DCP,	CCS,	DD,
Hyderabad,	and	as	per	the	contents	of	the	above	complaint	I,	SI	Waheed	Ahmed,	Chair	Duty,	CCS,	DD,	Hyd.,
registered	a	Zero	FIR	in	Cr.
